Unions endorse former Del. Cole for 11th District council seat

William Cole, a former state delegate who is running for City Council in the 11th District, picked up several union endorsements yesterday, according to his campaign and interviews with union officials. 

Cole, who lives in Reservoir Hill (sic), was endorsed by the United Auto Workers Local 239 and the Baltimore Building & Construction Trades Council, which represents 15 labor organizations. 

"Cole has been in the trenches with us before -- he has shown that he can be open-minded and fair," Rod Easter, president of the trades council, said in a statement. "His experience in state and federal government will be an asset to this city." 

Cole served one term in the House of Delegates and was a member of the House Judiciary Committee. He was appointed in 1999 to fill the term vacated by District Judge Timothy D. Murphy, then lost in 2002 after legislative redistricting. 

The 11th District council seat will be open in the fall election because the current councilman, Keiffer J. Mitchell Jr., is running for mayor. The district includes downtown, the Inner Harbor and several neighborhoods in the central city.
